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Family Room Guidelines 
 

As many of you may be aware, both of our Family Rooms have a set of guidelines which describe the 
way in which each room operates.  While these guidelines are similar in many respects, there are 
also several differences. For example, the Brenner Family Room does not serve young children and 
the Forsyth Family Room does.  Perhaps you have wondered why this is the case. 
 

Our Brenner Family Room, which recently celebrated its 6th birthday, is overseen by the Family 
Room Governing Board consisting of senior hospital staff, RMH staff, and several selected members 
of the community.  Before the Brenner Room opened, the hospital completed a needs assessment to 
determine what Brenner families wanted most.  One of the most requested wishes was a restful 
place within the hospital for adults. 
 

Our Forsyth Family Room, which opened on February 1st, primarily serves the families of babies in 
the Neonatal Intensive Care Unit.  The Forsyth Family Room Advisory Board, primarily composed of 
senior hospital staff, oversees that room and decided that they wanted to have a place where  
parents could bring their other children when they visited their infants. The Forsyth Room was 
designed with that in mind.  It contains a delightful playroom where parents can spend time with 
their other children, relaxing between visits with their newborns.
